History of Canada

	· 11-12,000 years ago people migrated across the Bering Land Bridge to become the first inhabitants of Canada.


	· 1497 John Cabot an Italian explorer, explored coastal areas of what would someday become Canada


	· 1608 Quebec becomes the first permanent European settlement in Canada


	· 1763 France gives Canadian territories to Britain after losing the French and Indian War to Great Britain.



	
	
	
	


	· 1774 British Parliament passes the Quebec Act, which guarantees French-Canadians the right to practice their own religion, customs, and laws.


	· 1867 Britain passes a law, The British North American Act, which unites the provinces of Canada as a dominion of Canada.  Meaning Canada was allowed to have its own constitution and practice a certain amount of self-rule.
	· 1947 With the passage of the Citizenship Act, Canadians are no long considered British subjects living in Canada, but as Canadian citizens.


	· 1982 With the approval from British Parliament, Canada’s federal government and all provinces except Quebec vote to accept a constitution and Canada becomes a fully independent nation.
